Attendance 

This year seems to be  

rushing by so quickly. We  

only have 11 weeks left of  

this school year and as ever, 

attendance is a huge focus and every 

day counts.  

 

If your child is at or below 90%, they 

are classed as a Persistently Absent 

child (PA) and feature in Government 

figures for our school. Between now 

and the end of the school year, if your 

child is between 88% and 90% and 

they attend every day, they have a 

chance of raising their percentage 

above 90% meaning they would not 

be classed as a PA child. 

 

If your child’s attendance is between 

94% and 95%, and they attend every 

day until the summer, they have a 

chance if being at the expected 

standard of 96% or above.
